In order to provide enhanced flexibility and 
value in this area, an entry-scale, hosted version of 
CONTENTdm with secure systems support also has been 
included for FirstSearch Base Package subscribers at no 
additional charge, beginning May 2009. 
 
The FirstSearch Base Package is a valuable collection 
of resources for libraries of all types. The goal of these 
additions is to provide libraries with access to more 
digital resources, and to do so in a way that highlights 
libraries’ unique online presence. Connecting these 
resources through WorldCat® also allows users to more 
easily find high-quality materials through local libraries. 
 
The Base Package also includes access to the following 
OCLC databases: WorldCat, Electronic Books, ArticleFirst, 
Electronic Collections Online, PapersFirst, ProceedingsFirst, 
WorldCat Dissertations and Theses, Clase and Periódica, 
ERIC, GPO, MEDLINE and The World Almanac.

OAIster is a union catalog of more than 20,000,000 
records representing digital resources from more than 
1,100 contributors.  
 
Digital resources in OAIster include items such as:  
• Digitized (i.e., scanned) books and articles  
• Born-digital texts  
• Audio files (e.g., wav, mp3)  
• Images (e.g., tiff, gif)  
• Movies (e.g., mp4, quicktime)  
• Datasets (e.g., downloadable statistics files)
