
Usage and Traffi c Reports

• OCLC provides weekly and monthly usage and traffi c reports in Excel format for easy analysis.

• Usage reports  provide a count of searches and sessions within a specifi c database or journal collection 
on aggregate and institution bases. These usage reports will become COUNTER-compliant later in 2011.

• Traffi c reports provide data on traffi c being driven to a publisher’s site for the full text or full record.

Subscriber Verifi cation Report

OCLC produces a report that shows which libraries have confi gured access to the publisher’s content products 
to verify the libraries’ subscriptions.

Traffi c Report quick facts

• Traffi c reports capture the clicks from  a library’s Web site to a publisher’s Web site as a user seeks the 
full text or full record for a discovered item.

• Clicks from a record that contains a link to the full record at the host’s Web site or a link to the full record 
generated by the library’s Open URL resolver or knowledge base are counted in this report. The statistics 
represent clicks to full text or full records—not the number of records accessed. If a publisher does not 
host its own content, then a traffi c report will not be available.
