Powerful search capabilities: Use field-specific
indexing for word and exact-phrase searching, and browse
all of the database indexes. Users can also limit their
searches by year and other standard search limits.

Multilingual resources: Anthropology Plus includes
entries in many languages, particularly English, Germanic,
Slavic, Romance and selected Scandinavian languages.
Many titles in original scripts are translated into English;
many in Slavic languages are transliterated from Cyrillic.

Links to full-text content: Anthropology Plus provides
links to Electronic Collections Online, Wilson Select
Plus and other FirstSearch full-text databases when
access has been purchased and enabled. Library staff
may also enable linking from FirstSearch citations to
other full-text resources when they enable linking to a
local OpenURL server.
