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It's been an extraordinary year for the
OCLC cooperative. We set new records
in cataloging and resource sharing,
launched innovative new services in
the U.S. and Europe, and entered into
Important strategic alliances that will
accelerate pursuit of our mission.

In a year of solid achievement, however, we were saddened by
the death of OCLC’s founder, Frederick G. Kilgour, on July 31,
2006, at the age of 92. Fred lived a long life that was full of
accomplishment. In many ways, we at OCLC continue to act on
the plans that he set forth in his original vision for OCLC nearly
40 years ago. We pay tribute to Fred in this annual report. He
leaves us with a great legacy and exciting future.

Indeed, within days of Fred’s passing, on August 8, we
launched the WorldCat.org Web site. It offers a search box

that people can download and use to search the more than

70 million records and 1.1 billion location listings in WorldCat.
For the first time, collections in OCLC member libraries are now
visible on the Internet to people everywhere. This is one of the
signal achievements in the history of the OCLC cooperative. It
testifies not only to the vision of OCLC’s founder, but to the
perseverance and hard work of catalogers and librarians who
have built WorldCat record by record over the past 35 years.

OnJuly 1, 2006, RLG and OCLC combined operations. RLG is a
nonprofit organization of over 150 research libraries, archives,
museums and other cultural memory institutions. We are inte-
grating RLG’s services in online cataloging, resource sharing
and digitization/imaging with OCLC’s. RLG’s program initiatives
are being continued as RLG Programs, a new division of OCLC
Programs and Research. This unit, based in Mountain View,
California, will combine RLG’s successful tradition of identifying
issues and building consensus among research institutions
with OCLC’s research capacities and robust prototyping capa-
bilities. There is great mutual respect between the RLG and
OCLC staffs, due in part to their having worked together on
important issues over the years. Our combined memberships
represent a critical mass of libraries, museums, archives and
other cultural heritage institutions.

Participation

Total participation in the OCLC cooperative involved 57,081
libraries in 110 countries, which was an increase of 2,662 insti-
tutions from the previous year. They used OCLC services to:

WorldCat

WorldCat, the OCLC bibliographic database, grew at an
exceptional rate—9.3 million records and 110 million location
listings—for three main reasons. First, we have significantly
improved our batchloading capabilities with our new techno-
logical platform, going from processing some 500,000 records
a day to about 2 million. Second, an increasing number of
international organizations have expressed their desire to load
their national union catalogs or other large files into WorldCat.
Third, the subscription pricing model implemented this year
has eliminated transaction charges, thereby promoting
increased use of online cataloging.

In fiscal 2006, we processed the Dutch Central Catalogue

of some 9.3 million records, which resulted in the adding

to WorldCat of 4.6 million original records and 21.7 million
holdings. We processed 402,000 records from the National
Union Catalog of Poland (NUKAT) and added about 306,000
original records and 389,000 holding symbols. We also loaded
366,000 records from The Latin American and Caribbean
Literature on Health Sciences Database (LILACS) into WorldCat.



At this writing, we were preparing to process: 6.5 million
records in the German National Bibliography from the
Deutsche Nationalbibliothek; 24 million records from the
GBV consortium of 770 German university, public and special
libraries; and 9.2 million records from the Bavarian State
Library. About 43 percent of the records in WorldCat are for
materials in languages other than English.

U.S. Activity (46,096 libraries)

Revenues from U.S. operations were $162.8 million, or 78
percent of total revenues of $208.4 million. Here are the
highlights of our U.S. activities in fiscal 2006.

Museums in the Digital World.

= Twenty groups in the U.S., representing more than 6,000
libraries, use customized OCLC Group Catalogs for their
groups’ online public access catalogs.

Non-U.S. Activity (10,985 libraries)

Revenues from non-U.S. operations in fiscal 2006 were $45.6
million (22 percent of total revenues of $208.4 million), up
from $36.3 million the previous year. Here are the highlights
of our non-U.S. activities in fiscal 2006.

OCLC Canada (1,015 libraries)

e OCLC Canada launches a cooperative purchasing program
for its members.

OCLC Latin America and the Caribbean (829 libraries)

e Antigua Public Library begins using OCLC FirstSearch,
offering eContent access to its users for the first time.

libraries in Scotland and part of England.

Acquisitions

OnJuly 1, 2005, OCLC PICA acquired Sisis Informations-
systeme, a provider of library management systems and portal
software based in Oberhaching, Germany. The new OCLC PICA
Germany team is providing users with improved service and
support as well as faster updates and enhancements in local
and centralized library systems in Austria, Germany and
Switzerland.

On November 2, 2005, OCLC PICA acquired Fretwell-Downing
Informatics, which provides services and tools for information
discovery, library management and knowledge delivery. The
new organization, OCLC PICA UK, is based in Sheffield,
England, with offices in Australia, the Netherlands and the U.S.

On January 1, 2006, OCLC acquired the assets of Openly
Informatics, which provides linking software and a database
of some 1.2 million metadata records with links to electronic



resources. The Openly Informatics Division of OCLC continues
to operate from its office in Bloomfield, New Jersey. The
division has had immediate impact by accelerating our
development of the eSerials Holdings service, which was
launched in July 2006.

Subsequent to fiscal 2006, on August 14, OCLC acquired
DiMeMa, (Digital Media Management), the organization that
developed and supports CONTENTdm software, which is
distributed by OCLC and used by more than 300 institutions to
manage more than 2,500 digital collections. Dr. Greg Zick and
a team of programmers at the University of Washington origi-
nally developed the software to manage special collections in
the University of Washington Libraries. The DiMeMa staff will
maintain offices in Seattle, Washington, and have become part
of a newly organized Digital Services Division, led by Dr. Zick,
that will integrate OCLC’s digital services and also work with
the RLG Programs division and OCLC Research in exploring
digitization opportunities in the library, archive and museum
communities.

In pursuing acquisitions, we look for opportunities that are
consistent with OCLC’s public purposes and that will lead to
new or better services, to new markets or to lower costs for
member libraries. Each of these alliances meets those criteria.
Indeed, we now have eight engineering/development centers
in Germany, the Netherlands, the United Kingdom and the
United States that will augment our existing strong develop-
ment capabilities.

Strategic Alliances

In the U.S., we continued to work closely with state and regional
networks that provide support, training and OCLC services to
participating libraries. We highly value their ability to provide
the local touch and service that is so vital to the cooperative.

I would like to acknowledge the generous support of the Bill &
Melinda Gates Foundation, which has funded the development
of the WebJunction online community since 2003. In fiscal
2006, WebJjunction introduced a national clearinghouse of
e-learning information and extended a Spanish-language
outreach program to U.S. public libraries. On October 20,
2006, the Foundation awarded OCLC a $2 million grant to
enhance the usability of the WebJjunction site. The Gates
Foundation is an important partner for public libraries and
OCLC as we seek to provide improved services to users.

LIBER, the European research library organization, has agreed
to exchange bibliographic records about digital masters as a
first step toward a global registry of digitized print materials
from European and U.S. libraries that will be freely accessible
for online searching.

We continued to work closely with a number of strategic
partners in the Open WorldCat program, which makes
bibliographic records of library-owned materials visible and
accessible to Web users through popular search engines such
as Ask.com, Google, MSN.com and Yahoo! Search. In a pilot

program, people can buy books online that they find through
Open WorldCat from Amazon.com or Baker & Taylor. We
continue to seek new alliances with partners across the infor-
mation industry in order to advance our public purposes.

OCLC Research

During the fiscal year, OCLC research scientists published 17
papers in the scholarly and professional literature and made
79 presentations to various groups and audiences. Among
these, OCLC researchers Lynn Silipigni Connaway, Lorcan
Dempsey and Brian Lavoie published results of a data mining
study of the Google Book digitization project in a widely-cited
D-Lib Magazine article, “Anatomy of Aggregate Collections.”

Researchers released the DeweyBrowser prototype, which
enables users to browse collections of library resources
organized by the Dewey Decimal Classification. Research
staff also released a prototype that assesses likely audiences
for books in WorldCat, based on types of libraries holding
the titles. Rutgers University faculty and OCLC researchers
are studying virtual reference services with a grant from the
Institution for Museum and Library Services.

The OCLC/ALISE (Association for Library and Information
Science Education) Library and Information Science Research
Grant Program supported research faculty at Dalhousie
University, Indiana University, the University of Nairobi and
the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill.

In January OCLC researcher Stuart Weibel began a year-long
sabbatical to focus on persistent identifiers at the University of
Washington iSchool, sponsored by the iSchool and Microsoft.

The PREMIS Data Dictionary for Preservation Metadata,
developed by a working group convened by OCLC and RLG,
won awards from the British Library and the Society of
American Archivists.

OCLC Programs and Research was formed on July 1, 2006,

to advance the state of the art for the library, archive and
museum communities and to further the mission of the OCLC
cooperative.

At this writing, RLG Programs, a unit within OCLC Programs and
Research, and OCLC Research are developing a collaborative
agenda of programs and research designed to meet the needs
of research libraries, archives and museums on a global basis,
ultimately benefiting the larger information community and
society.

Finances

Libraries’ use of OCLC services in fiscal 2006 generated
revenues of $208.4 million. Contribution to equity was $17.7
million, which included $11.3 million in realized investment
portfolio gains. OCLC provided libraries with $15.7 million

in credits, primarily for cataloging and resource sharing, to
encourage the growth and quality of WorldCat. In fiscal 20086,
we invested $16.4 million in capital expenditures (hardware,



software and capitalized development labor) on such projects
as the new technological platform and new services.

Innovation

We launched two new services in fiscal 2006 following pilot
tests in libraries. The eSerials Holdings service automatically
maintains holdings for libraries’ eSerials collections without
adding to their cataloging workloads and at the same time
significantly increases the visibility of eSerials collections
for users. The Terminologies Service helps libraries create
consistent metadata for their collections by providing access
to multiple controlled vocabularies such as Medical Subject
Headings (MeSH®) and the Newspaper Genre List.

We implemented a new eContent platform for NetLibrary that
provides improved search performance and navigation across
multiple formats, databases and online resources. The new
platform now provides a very positive user experience for both
eBooks and eAudiobooks.

In June, we started a pilot test of the Content Cooperative,
which will help libraries, museums and historical societies
create and manage digital content with no new investment in
hardware or software. Pilot participants can contribute digital
content to WorldCat via Connexion and store the content in the
OCLC Digital Archive with eContent masters; users can discover
the content through FirstSearch or Open WorldCat.

Advocacy

One of OCLC’s chartered objectives is to promote the evolution
of library use and of librarianship. We continue to serve as
advocates for libraries by developing studies and reports

that members can use in their own planning and advocacy
activities. In fiscal 2006, we published Perceptions of Libraries
and Information Resources. Based on surveys of information
users across six countries, this report has been well-received
and widely quoted in the professional literature. We also
sponsored well-attended professional programs at national
and international conferences throughout the year, including a
symposium on “Preserving Library Core Value and Envisioning
the Future” at the ALA Annual Conference in New Orleans.

Workplace

During the year, the OCLC workplace in Dublin, Ohio, received
recognition locally and nationally. In November 2005,
Columbus Business First named OCLC “One of Central Ohio’s
Best Places to Work.” In June 2006, OCLC was ranked in the
top 100 “Best Places to Work in IT” by ComputerWorld. We
continued to develop our talent management pool through our
succession management program and are preparing to launch
new programs in the OCLC Center for Leadership Development
in the coming year. We remain committed to supporting

an inclusive work environment based on global teamwork,
diversity, trust and the highest standards of ethical conduct.

I would like to publicly acknowledge our staffs in our offices
around the world and thank them for their hard work in the

past year. Working together, our teams have accomplished a
great deal for the OCLC cooperative and are poised to do even
more in the coming year.

Governance

We continued to draw on the expertise and commitment of
leaders from the OCLC cooperative: the Board of Trustees,
Members Council, U.S. regional networks, distributors,
advisory groups and individual librarians and users.

The Board of Trustees provided management not only with
advice and counsel, but with support and encouragement as
OCLC expanded its operations and access to the WorldCat
database. The coming together of RLG and OCLC could only
have happened at the board level and through the resolve
of its leaders, OCLC Board Chair Lizabeth Wilson, Dean of
Libraries, University of Washington, and RLG Board Chair
James Neal, Vice President for Information Services, Columbia
University. Thanks to their efforts, we are expanding OCLC’s
horizons in the museum and archive community as we
strengthen the cooperative’s deep roots in libraries and
librarianship.

“Partnerships: Building and Expanding the Collaborative”
was the theme of the 2005/2006 OCLC Members Council,
which met three times during the year in Dublin, Ohio.
Members Council’s agenda included such topics as reviewing
OCLC’s global strategy, serving small and rural libraries, and
expanding access to electronic content through WorldCat.
Delegates also held discussions on the evolving role of regional
networks and service centers and how best to ensure that the
underlying structure meets the needs of libraries. Members
Council elected Maggie Farrell, Dean of Libraries, University
of Wyoming, and Bruce Newell, Director, Montana Library
Network, to six-year terms on the OCLC Board of Trustees.

Outlook

In the past year, we have enjoyed substantial gains—in new
initiatives, in new strategic partners and in new services. Going
forward, we are in an excellent position to provide local, group
and global solutions for the current and future participants in
the OCLC cooperative.

Frederick G. Kilgour
1914-2006

Frederick Gridley Kilgour died on July 31, 2006. He was 92
years old and had lived since 1990 in Chapel Hill, North
Carolina. A librarian, educator, historian and entrepreneur,
he is widely recognized as one of the leading figures in
20th-century librarianship for using computer networks to
increase access to information in libraries around the world.

He was among the earliest proponents of adapting
computer technology to library processes. At the dawn of
library automation in the 1960s, he founded OCLC and led
the creation of a library network that today links 57,000
institutions in 110 countries.

Kilgour was born in Springfield, Massachusetts, on Jan. 6,
1914, to Edward Francis and Lillian Piper Kilgour. Upon
graduating from Harvard College in 1935, he became
Assistant to the Director of the Harvard University Library,
where he began experimenting in automating library
procedures, primarily the use of punched cards for a
circulation system. At the same time he undertook graduate
study under George Sarton, a pioneer in the new discipline
of the history of science, and began publishing scholarly
papers. He also built a collection of microfilmed foreign
newspapers to give scholars access to newspapers from
abroad, an activity that quickly came to the attention of
government officials in Washington, D.C.

In 1940, he married Eleanor Margaret Beach, a graduate of
Mount Holyoke College, who had taken a job at the Harvard
College Library, where they met. They had four children:
Christopher, Vajra Alison, Marta and Meredith.

From 1942 to 1945, Kilgour, with a commission as a
Lieutenant in the U. S. Naval Reserve, was Executive
Secretary and Acting Chairman of the U.S. government’s
Interdepartmental Committee for the Acquisition of Foreign
Publications (IDC), which developed a system for obtaining
publications from enemy and enemy-occupied areas. This
organization of 150 persons in outposts around the world
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microfilmed newspapers and other printed information
items and sent them back to Washington, D.C. One example
of the kind of intelligence gathered was the Japanese “News
for Sailors” reports listing new minefields that were sent
from Washington, D.C. directly to Pearl Harbor and U.S.
submarines in the Western Pacific. Kilgour received the
Legion of Merit for his intelligence work in 1945.

From 1946 to 1948, Kilgour served as Deputy Director in the
Office of Intelligence Collection and Dissemination in the
Department of State.

In 1948, he was named Librarian of the Yale Medical Library.
At Yale he was also a Lecturer in the history of science and
technology and published many scholarly articles on those
topics.

While running the Yale Medical Library, Kilgour began
publishing studies and articles on library use and
effectiveness. He asked his staff to collect empirical data,
such as use of books and journals by categories to guide
selection and retention of titles. He viewed the library “not
as a mere depository of knowledge,” but as “an instrument
of education.”

In 1961, he was one of the leaders in the development of

a prototype computerized library catalog system for the
medical libraries at Columbia, Harvard and Yale Universities
that was funded by the National Science Foundation. In
1965, Kilgour was also named Associate Librarian for
Research and Development at Yale University, continuing
experiments in library automation and promoting their
potential benefits.

In his professional writings at the time, Kilgour pointed out

that the explosion of research information was placing new
demands on libraries to furnish information completely and
rapidly. He advocated the use of the computer to eliminate

human repetitive tasks from library procedures. He



recognized nearly 40 years ago the potential of linking
libraries in computer networks to create economies of scale
and generate “network effects” that would increase the
value of the network as more participants were added.

In 1967, the Ohio College Association (a group comprising
the presidents of Ohio’s colleges and universities) hired
Kilgour to lead a nonprofit corporation, the Ohio College
Library Center (OCLC), in the development of a computerized
library system for the academic libraries in the state.

At the time, most libraries maintained card catalogs as
guides to their collections, and librarians had to type
individual cards for each item, a labor-intensive and
expensive procedure. The shared cataloging system and
database that Kilgour devised made it unnecessary for more
than one library to originally catalog an item. A library could
use the cataloging information already in the database,
and add items not already entered. Of equal importance,
the shared catalog enabled interlibrary lending, sparing
libraries the expense of adding material to their own
collections.

In 1971, after four years of development, OCLC introduced
its online shared cataloging system, which would achieve
dramatic cost savings for libraries. For example, in the first
year of system use, the Alden Library at Ohio University was
able to increase the number of books it cataloged by a third,
while it reducing its staff by 17 positions. Word of this new
idea spread on campuses across the country.

The database devised by Kilgour was originally called the
OCLC Online Union Catalog. Known today as WorldCat, it
contains more than 70 million entries for books and other
materials and more than one billion location listings for
these materials in libraries around the world. It is regarded
as the world’s largest computerized library catalog,

including not only entries from large institutions such as the
Library of Congress, the British Library, the Russian State
Library and Singapore National Library, but also from small
public libraries, art museums and historical societies.

Kilgour was President of OCLC from 1967 to 1980, presiding
over its rapid growth from an intrastate network to an
international network. In addition to creating the WorldCat
database, he developed an online interlibrary loan system
that last year libraries used to arrange nearly 10 million
loans. Today, OCLC has a staff of 1,200 and offices in nine
countries.

In 1981 he stepped down from management but continued
to serve on the OCLC Board of Trustees until 1995.

In 1990, he was named Distinguished Research Professor at
the School of Information and Library Science, the University
of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, and served on the faculty
until his retirement in 2004.

Kilgour was the author of 205 scholarly papers. He was

the founder and first editor of the journal, Information
Technology and Libraries. In 1998, Oxford University Press
published his The Evolution of the Book. His other works
include: Engineering in History; The Library of the Medical
Institution of Yale College and its Catalogue of 1865; and The
Library and Information Science Cumindex.

He received numerous awards and five honorary doctorates.
In 1982, in presenting him with Honorary Life Membership,
the American Library Association described him as a
“scholar, entrepreneur, innovator, and interpreter of
technology steadfastly committed to the preservation of
humanistic values.”
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WorldCat is a database of bibliographic
information built continuously by
libraries around the world since 1971.
Each record in WorldCat contains a
bibliographic description of a single
item or work and a list of institutions
that hold the item. The institutions
share these records, using them to

create local catalogs, arrange interlibrary
loans and conduct reference work.
Libraries contribute records for items
not found in WorldCat using the OCLC
shared cataloging system.

More than 70 million records have been
added to WorldCat, spanning four
millennia of recorded knowledge, from
approximately 2150 B.C. to the present.
This unique store of information
encompasses records in eight formats—
books, serials, sound recordings,
musical scores, maps, visual materials,

mixed materials and computer files. Like
the knowledge it describes, WorldCat
grows steadily. A member institution
adds a new record every 10 seconds.

In fiscal 2006, WorldCat grew by 9.3
million records. Libraries used WorldCat
to catalog and set holdings for 114.8
million items and arrange 9.7 million
interlibrary loan transactions. OCLC
FirstSearch service users accessed
WorldCat to conduct 36.7 million
reference searches.
