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1.1 Overview 

OCLC™ Local Data Record (LDR) Updating provides automated batch record 
processing that allows OCLC members and participants to maintain summary serials 
holdings information in WorldCat® (the OCLC Online Union Catalog). 

OCLC LDR Updating  
 
 

OCLC LDR Updating reduces staff time spent keying holdings information into 
both a local system and the OCLC Union List service. It allows library holdings 
information to be accessed by a wide audience for interlibrary loan, union list and 
reference services. 

Benefits 
 
 
 

OCLC LDR Updating takes library holdings statements and processes them to create 
local data records.  Use LDR Updating to add, replace or delete local data records in 
WorldCat. 

How it works 
 
 

OCLC LDR Updating is intended to be an ongoing service. Regular updates are 
suggested, but the schedule varies according to individual needs. You may also 
update with a one-time project and then maintain LDRs online through the OCLC 
Union List service. 

Ongoing service/ 
One-time project 
 

Starting a project, testing, evaluation and processing the first file of records may take 
up to 90 days, depending on the complexity of the data. The time frame may be 
longer if you are submitting non-MARC patterned holdings data or MARC holdings 
data that contains only textual holdings statements, particularly if they contain Level 
4 details.  Files for ongoing projects are generally processed within seven days of 
receipt. 

Project duration 
 
 

Sometimes an institution may have existing LDRs that have not been maintained in 
WorldCat for one reason or another.  An LDR scan/delete may be requested prior to 
batch LDR Updating.  This is meant as a one-time solution to get the institution’s 
WorldCat serials holdings in sync with its local system; LDR scan/delete processing 
is not performed on an ongoing basis. LDR scan/delete requests should be included 
on the Batchload Order form for the LDR Updating project.  The institution should 
specify whether they want to: 

Scan/delete processing 

a) delete LDRs only 

b) delete LDRs and remove the institution’s holding symbol on the associated 
bibliographic record 

Scan/delete is a permanent process that cannot be reversed once it has been 
performed.  There is no additional charge for this service. 

Note:  Scan/delete processing may extend the time frame of your project. 
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1.1 Overview (continued) 

Consider the scope of your collection when planning to use OCLC Local Data 
Record Updating. Some union list groups, by policy, limit the types of serials 
included in their lists. 

Materials to include or 
exclude 
 
 

If you are a participant in the United States Newspaper Program (USNP), OCLC 
LDR Updating cannot process any of your newspaper holdings records (SrTp:  n in 
bibliographic records). If newspaper records are in your file, they are not added to, 
replaced in or deleted from WorldCat. Newspaper records will be listed on the LDR 
Batch Processing Summary Report as a Processing Exception.

The following table lists general requirements for OCLC to be able to process 
records: 

General requirements 
 

Requirement Description 

Library Your library must have a valid OCLC institution symbol. 

Data 
standards 

Holdings statements must meet the standards for identification, recording, 
and display of holdings data according to Holdings Statements for 
Bibliographic Items (ANSI/NISO Z39.71-1999). 

Holdings statements should use Roman alphabet abbreviations as found 
in Appendix B of Anglo-American Cataloguing Rules, second edition, 
2002 Revision and the CONSER Guidelines for Input of Caption/Pattern 
and Holdings Data. 

OCLC prefers that records meet the standards for representation and 
exchange of holdings data according to MARC21 Format for Holdings 
Data. 

OCLC may be able to use your non-MARC serials holdings information for 
LDR Updating if the data is in an electronic format and contains consistent 
and discernible patterns.   

Complete 
set of holdings 
records 

If only one holdings record in a set attached to a single bibliographic 
record has changed, you must send the whole set of holdings records 
(not just the changed record). OCLC requires all holdings records for a 
bibliographic record because the LDR Updating software does not match 
individual holdings records. LDR Updating replaces all LDRs for a 
bibliographic record with the whole set of holdings records sent. 

Single holdings 
record 

Each holdings record sent in the set of records for a specific bibliographic 
record must represent the holdings data for only one copy. OCLC does 
not process multiple holdings in one holdings record. 

OCLC Control 
Number in 
records 

The OCLC Control Number must be in each record. The number must be 
in the same location in each record in a file.  
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1.1 Overview (continued) 

Detailed and summary 
holdings 
 

Library holdings records may contain information at Summary level (Level 3) and 
Detailed level (Level 4), but OCLC local data records are recorded in Summary 
level (Level 3) only. If OCLC receives Detailed information, it is processed into 
Summary information when possible. For example, if the Detailed information is: 

v.93:no.1 (2000:Jan.)-v.94:no.12 (2001:Dec.),  

the Summary information would become: 

v.93(2000)-v.94(2001). 

Preprocessing 
evaluation 
 

OCLC will provide a written file evaluation before any record processing occurs.  
The LDR Updating Batchload Project Definition defines the project and sets 
parameters on which you and OCLC agree prior to processing.   

OCLC provides an LDR Batch Processing Summary on the OCLC Product Services 
Web for you to use as an administrative tool. The information in the report helps you 
with maintenance of your serials holdings data. 

Post-processing report 
 
 

Initial data evaluation and setup fees may apply; contact your OCLC regional 
service provider for complete pricing information. 

Pricing 

Projects may require various levels of customized programming. If your data 
requires extensive customized programming, you and OCLC work together to 
determine whether the data can be successfully processed. 

Customized 
programming 
 

You may send holdings data to OCLC electronically through FTP or e-mail 
attachment, or use one of several physical media options.  The method you use to 
supply data depends upon the format of the file and your local system capabilities.  
In some cases, the size of the file determines the method of transfer.  If you are 
unsure what types of files your local system produces, contact your local system 
vendor.

OCLC™ processes data in records as closely as possible to ANSI/NISO standards, 
but changes over time in inputting practice, changes in serials publishing numbering 
schemes, local implementations of MARC21 Format for Holdings Data, and how 
LDR Updating software processes data may result in local data records in which data 
follows ANSI/NISO standards closely, but not exactly.

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Patterned Non-MARC Holdings Data 

OCLC Local Data Record Updating software was designed to batch process 
holdings records that are compliant with the MARC21 Format for Holdings Data.  
Since not all libraries maintain MARC holdings data or are capable of producing 
MARC holdings record output, OCLC has developed tools to make non-MARC data 
usable for processing.  This chapter describes patterned non-MARC holdings data 
that can be submitted for LDR Updating projects.

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3.1 Overview 

OCLC™ may be able to create usable MARC holdings records from patterned data 
received in non-MARC formats. This MARC data can then be used to create local 
data records through LDR Updating.  In order to achieve this, field descriptions and 
their content must be associated in a simple, consistent, discernible and predictable 
way across the entire file. Non-MARC data is unusable if the description/content 
relationship varies or has to be derived on a record-by-record basis. 

Guidelines 
 
 

There are three basic patterned data types that can meet the above guidelines: Patterned data types 

• Labeled Data--Field descriptions immediately precede their content (e.g., 
LOCATION: Main)  

• Delimited Data--Fields are separated by a unique character or series of 
characters (e.g., tab delimited files or columns of data in a spreadsheet).  

• Positional Data--Field descriptions and their content are related by record 
position (e.g., fixed length formatted records). 

 
These data formats are not mutually exclusive. Records may be a composite of all 
three of these basic data types. Commonly used non-MARC data formats are 
Microsoft Excel spreadsheets, Microsoft Access databases and Microsoft Word 
documents. 
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3.2 Required Data Elements in Patterned Non-MARC Data 

Since the goal is to build MARC holdings records for use in OCLC™ LDR 
Updating, the specific data elements needed are the same as outlined in Chapter 2; 
they will simply be in a different format.  It is unlikely that your patterned data will 
contain every element that can be included in the local data record and OCLC may 
be able to supply default values for certain fields.  Do not include unnecessary 
bibliographic information in your file.   

General requirements 
 

Each holdings record, regardless of format, must include the OCLC control 
number of its corresponding bibliographic record.

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4.1 Summary of Project Stages 

The following is a summary of the stages of starting an LDR Updating project: Summary:  
Project stages 

Stage Who Does What 

1 Library Contacts OCLC™ regional service provider to discuss starting an 
OCLC LDR Updating service project. 

2 Library Completes and submits a Batchload Order form. Includes LDR 
scan/delete processing request, if applicable. 

3 Regional 
service 
provider 

Approves the order form and forwards it to OCLC Batch Services. 

4 OCLC Contacts the institution with a Project ID and file transfer 
instructions. 

5 Library Sends an initial file of data to OCLC for evaluation. 

6 OCLC Evaluates the file.  

Note: If there are problems with the data, you may need to 
resubmit the file.   

7 OCLC and 
the library 

Discuss the results of the file evaluation and resolve any 
questions. When all issues are resolved, OCLC produces an LDR 
Updating Batchload Project Definition and sends it to you and 
your OCLC regional service provider for approval. 

8 OCLC and 
the library 

As part of the project definition, OCLC produces a Holdings 
Translation Table that lists library identification codes from field 
852 subfields ‡a and ‡b. You and OCLC work together to match 
your codes with appropriate OCLC holding library codes. The 
codes are used in the Hld lib (holding library code) field in local 
data records. 

9 Library  Approves the LDR Updating Batchload Project Definition and 
Holdings Translation Table, and informs OCLC and your OCLC 
regional service provider of approval. 

Note: If you submitted an evaluation file initially, you must now 
submit live data.  For ongoing projects, a schedule is set for file 
submission and processing during the project definition stage. 

10 OCLC Processes your records and loads the local data records into 
WorldCat®. 

Note: If a scan/delete has been requested, it will be completed 
prior to batch processing. 

11 OCLC Posts your LDR Batch Processing Summary Report on the OCLC 
Product Services Web site. 

Note: On Product Services Web the title of the report is OCLC 
Local Data Record Updating Service Reports. 

12 Library If the parameters of your project change, you must notify OCLC 
Batch Services and your OCLC regional service provider before 
your next batch update file can be processed. 
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4.2 Batchload Order Form 

Complete and submit the Batchload Order form when you’re ready to initiate a 
project.  Some of the pull-down menus on the form have specific choices for an 
LDR Updating project.  Contact your OCLC™ regional service provider if you need 
assistance. 

Batchload Order form 

The Batchload Order form has the following sections:

Institution Information Contains pertinent contact information for your institution.

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4.3 Evaluations and Reports 

This section is an overview of the evaluations and reports you may receive from 
OCLC™. 

Introduction 
 

After you submit a file, OCLC evaluates it to determine specific processing 
specifications for the records. When the evaluation phase is complete, OCLC 
provides you and your regional service provider with an LDR Updating Batchload 
Project Definition.  This document defines the parameters and specifications of the 
project.  You and OCLC must agree to the LDR Updating Batchload Project 
Definition prior to processing.  

Evaluation of records 
 

The LDR Updating Batchload Project Definition has three parts: 

Project Information – Contains brief project identification and contact 
information.  

• 

• 

• 

Processing Information – OCLC development staff use this information to 
create the customized setup through which  your records will be processed.   
Notes/Comments – This section contains more specific information about the 
data.   

Included with the definition will be a Holdings Translation Table.  This is in 
spreadsheet format and each column represents the following information: 

Column A: Location code present in the 852 ≠a of the input file 

Column B: Sublocation or Collection code present in the 852 ≠b of the input file 

Column C: Holding Library code that will appear in the fixed field of the 
WorldCat LDR 

Column D: OCLC symbol that will appear in the SIHD ≠a of the WorldCat LDR 

You and OCLC work together to match your local codes with the appropriate 
OCLC-profiled holding library codes for your institution.  The holding library codes 
appear in the Hld lib field of the WorldCat® LDRs.  If your project is ongoing, you 
must notify OCLC before submitting any records with new location codes so that the 
Holdings Translation Table can be updated prior to processing.   

When your final approval is received, the definition and translation table are issued 
to OCLC staff for setup and subsequent processing.   

Note:  A change in local systems requires a new evaluation and customized setup for 
processing.

4.3 Evaluations and Reports (continued) 

After a file is processed and local data records are loaded into WorldCat, OCLC 
produces the LDR Batch Processing Summary Report to aid in record maintenance: 

Post-

Post-processing Report Description 

LDR Batch Processing 
Summary Report 

Includes the number of MARC records read and the 
number of local data records sent to WorldCat to be 
added, replaced and deleted. It also lists records not 
added to WorldCat. Records may be on the list for many 
reasons, including:  

• No OCLC Control Number 
• Multiple 852 fields 
• Invalid holding library code 
• Record too large 
• Invalid subfield ‡8  
• Numeric range parsing errors 
• No summary data present 
• USNP participant newspaper records 

 

The LDR Batch Processing Summary Report is posted on the OCLC Product 
Services Web site when file processing is complete.  LDR reports can be found 
under OCLC Local Data Record Updating Service reports.

OCLC™ does not keep or 
return copies of your source data once it has been processed.

When submitting MARC 21 files on physical media: Special

• Use the extended ASCII character set. 
• Place only one file on each medium. Do not include a volume or header file. 
• Do not compress or write the records in an archiving format. 

Institutions can electronically submit data to OCLC™ for batch LDR Updating via 
Internet FTP.  Those planning to submit data on an ongoing basis should establish an 
Electronic Data Exchange (EDX) account. If you are not a subscriber to other OCLC 
products using EDX, you must complete an EDX Assessment form. If you have an 
existing EDX account, check with your OCLC regional service provider to make 
sure the account has an LDR subdirectory.   

FTP information 
 

An institution that is submitting data via FTP for a one-time LDR Updating project 
does not need to establish an EDX account. These institutions can contact OCLC 
Support at (800) 848-5800 or (614) 793-8682, or e-mail support@oclc.org for 
instructions on doing a "one-time put.”  

For details about preparing files for electronic transfer and instructions for using 
your EDX account, see the Electronic Data Exchange (EDX) Service User Guide. 

Send e-mail messages with file attachments to rbatch@oclc.org.   E-mail information 
 

Include your OCLC institution symbol in the subject line of the message and 
indicate that the data is for an LDR Updating project.  Include your project ID 
number if known. 

The only restrictions to this method are the possible limitations of your mail service.  
For example, America Online accounts are sometimes limited to the exchange of 
files 20 KB or smaller (about 1,000 records in an Excel template).

Examples of Record Processing 

This appendix gives examples of elements of MARC21 Format for Holdings Data 
formatted holdings input, non-MARC format input, and the resulting OCLC local 
data records.

Not all processes are demonstrated by 
these examples.  Do not take the examples or the format in which they appear as 
instructive of the actual outcomes for individual holdings.

The examples are not complete records.  The examples show only the fields 
processed and fields resulting from processing. 

Format of examples 
 

The examples show spacing before and after the subfield delimiter and subfield code 
so that the examples are more easily read. In actual records, there are no spaces 
before and after subfield delimiters and subfield codes.

OCLC produces data in records as closely as possible to ANSI/NISO standards, but 
changes over time in inputting practice, changes in serials publishing numbering 
schemes, local implementations of MARC21 Format for Holdings Data, and how 
LDR Updating software processes data may result in local data records whose data 
follows the standards closely, but not exactly.

The following example illustrates a single copy for a title with holdings for the main 
item and its indexes. Index fields (855/865) carried in MARC21 Format for Holdings 
Data are Level 4 in the holdings record for the basic item are not carried in the LDR 
at Level 3. The same applies to supplements (854/864). LDR Updating software 
does not open holdings if 008/06 contains value 5 (Not currently received).
