How can OCLC help in the development of institutional repositories and other digital services?

· Talk issues, not products, in venues where there are small institutions; education, workshops (Placeware)

· Position it as a library activity, not just an IT activity; bring both groups together

· OCLC should play a bigger role in EDUCAUSE, where issues of IT in higher education are the main topic

· Create materials to educate faculty members

· Develop workshops for both librarians and IT staff attending at the same time

· Outside the U.S., distributors sell products, not educational programs; non-U.S. libraries aren’t aware of CONTENTdm, for example

· Establish local DPR centers outside the U.S.

· Help libraries seek grant funds; OCLC should also seek grant funds

· Share e-learning experiences

· Position digitization activities so that they have local appeal—oral history projects, for example; create unique demonstration sites for countries, cultures

· Link course management software systems to digital repositories

· Education—institutions need to understand digitization, need to be ready

· OCLC should encourage networks and state libraries to work together

· Local representations of OCLC should be empowered

E-SCAN ISSUES

· Scan’s perspective is mostly from first-world; it’s a starting point from which to localize the position of an individual country

· Powerpoint slide support for Scan presentations should be made available

· Questions what we do in the library.  How else can libraries help people?

· Stakeholders not broadly represented in focus groups: Community college and K-12 perspectives are missing

· Executive Summary is very important; the entire Scan may be too much for most people

· Develop a study guide that will help local discussions and collect feedback

· Members Council delegates should report back from their involvement in other planning efforts

· Broader distribution of Scan beyond the library: to deans, provosts and legislators,  for example

Review of SLT response to significant issues raised by the group

· State Academic Libraries I was pleased with responses and looks forward to the global strategies document
